General information
Siamraj Public Company Limited (“the Company”) (formerly named “Siam Rajathanee Corporation Co., Ltd.”) is a public limited company which is listed on the Stock Exchange of Thailand and is incorporated and domiciled in Thailand. Its registered office’s address is No. 289/9 Moo 10, Old Railway Road, Samrong, Phrapradaeng, Samutprakarn 10130.

The principal business operation of the Group is to procure, distribute and install industrial pumps, natural gas for vehicles and the construction of natural gas metering and pipeline transmission systems.

For reporting purpose, the Company and its subsidiaries are referred to as “the Group”. 

This interim consolidated and separate financial information was authorised for issue by the Board of Directors on 9 August 2017.

This interim consolidated and separate financial information has been reviewed, not audited. 

2
Accounting policies

2.1
Basis of preparation

The interim financial information has been prepared in accordance with Thai Accounting Standard 34 Interim Financial Reporting. The primary financial information (statement of financial position, statement of comprehensive income, statement of changes in equity and cash flows) is presented in a format consistent with the annual financial statements complying with Thai Accounting Standard No. 1 Presentation of Financial Statements. The notes to the financial information are prepared in a condensed format. Additional notes are presented as required by the Securities and Exchange Commission under the Securities and Exchange Act.
The interim financial information should be read in conjunction with the annual financial statements for the year ended 31 December 2016.

An English language version of the interim consolidated and separate financial information has been prepared from the interim financial information that is in the Thai language. In the event of a conflict or a difference in interpretation between the two languages, the Thai language interim financial information shall prevail.

The accounting policies used in the preparation of the interim financial information are consistent with those used in the annual financial statements for the year ended 31 December 2016. 

Costs that are incurred unevenly during the financial year are anticipated or deferred in the interim report only if it would also be appropriate to anticipate or defer such costs at the end of the financial year.

Taxes on income in the interim periods are accrued using the tax rate that would be applicable to expected total annual profit or loss.

TAS 1 (revised 2016), the amendments provide clarifications on a number of issues, including:

Materiality - an entity should not aggregate or disaggregate information in a manner that obscures useful information. Where items are material, sufficient information must be provided to explain the impact on the financial position or performance.

Disaggregation and subtotals - line items specified in TAS 1 may need to be disaggregated where this is relevant to an understanding of the entity’s financial position or performance. There is also new guidance on the use of subtotals.

Notes - confirmation that the notes do not need to be presented in a particular order.

OCI arising from investments accounted for under the equity method - the share of OCI arising from equity-accounted investments is grouped based on whether the items will or will not subsequently be reclassified to profit or loss. Each group should then be presented as a single line item in the statement of other comprehensive income.

TAS 16 (revised 2016), key amendments are 1) The amendments clarify that depreciation of an item of property, plant and equipment based on revenue generated by using the asset is not appropriate and 2) The amendments include bearer plants in scope of TAS 16. 

TAS 19 (revised 2016), the amendments clarify that when determining the discount rate for post-employment benefit obligations, it is the currency that the liabilities are denominated in that is important and not the country where they arise. 

TAS 27 (revised 2016), the amendments allow an entity a policy choice to account for investments in subsidiaries, joint ventures and associates in its separate financial statements using the equity method as described in TAS 28. While current TAS 27 allows entities to measure their investments in subsidiaries, joint ventures and associates either at cost or at fair value (when announced). The election can be made independently for each category of investment (subsidiaries, joint ventures and associates). Entities wishing to change to the equity method must do so retrospectively. 

TAS 34 (revised 2016), the amendments clarify that what is meant by the reference in the standard to 'information disclosed elsewhere in the interim financial report’; entities taking advantage of the relief must provide a cross-reference from the interim financial statements to the location of that information and make the information available to users on the same terms and at the same time as the interim financial statements.

TAS 38 (revised 2016), the amendments include a rebuttable presumption that the amortisation of intangible assets based on revenue is inappropriate. This presumption can be overcome if either the intangible asset is expressed as a measure of revenue (i.e. where a measure of revenue is the limiting factor on the value that can be derived from the asset), or it can be shown that revenue and the consumption of economic benefits generated by the asset are highly correlated.

TFRS 10 (revised 2016), the amendments clarify that: 1) the exception from preparing consolidated financial statements is also available to intermediate parent entities which are subsidiaries of investment entities and 2) an investment entity should consolidate a subsidiary which is not an investment entity and whose main purpose and activity is to provide services in support of the investment entity’s investment activities.

TFRS 11 (revised 2016), the amendments clarify that 1) the accounting for the acquisition of an interest in a joint operation where the activities of the operation constitute a business. They require an investor to apply the principles of business combination accounting and 2) existing interests in the joint operation are not remeasured on acquisition of an additional interest, provided joint control is maintained.

The management has assessed and considered that the above revised standards do not have significant impact to the Group.

Legal lawsuit
During the year 2012, the Company received 42 notices of import duty assessment from the Customs Department. The notices claimed that the Company should have paid the underpayments of import duty, value added tax and related tax penalty in amounting to about Baht 65.89 million, (31 December 2016 : Baht 65.89 million) which was already recorded as a liability under “Provision for import duty and value added tax”. The Company has appealed and filed to the Appeal Board against such claims. Currently, the outcome of the case is under the consideration of the Appeal Board.

Events occurring after the reporting date
Investment in subsidiary

The Board of Directors at their meeting on 27 June 2017 approved the establishment of a new subsidiary in Thailand under the name SR Commercial Holding Company Limited (SRCH) to invest in a car park with registered capital of Baht 82 million. The Company holds 100% of the stock and entered the registration process to establish the subsidiary with the Ministry of Commerce in July 2017. The Company has made a partial payment of Baht 20.5 million for the share capital and approved SR Commercial Holding Company Limited to hold the shares of the new subsidiary in Thailand under the name of TKS Venture Company Limited (TKSV) for the rental space of the parking building with registered capital of Baht 10 million. SRCH hold 80% of the shares in TKSV and in July 2017 began the process of registering TKSV with the Ministry of Commerce. SRCH has made a partial payment of Baht 8 million for the shares.

Rental agreement
In July 2017, TKS Venture Company Limited signed a land rental contract with Thammasat University. The contract period is for 30 years with an average rental fee of Baht 1.47 million per year.

Others 

On 9 August 2017, the Board of Directors approved the increase in the Company’s registered share capital from Baht 300 million to Baht 338.35 million, by issuing an additional 76.70 million ordinary shares at a par value of Baht 0.5 per share. The issuance and allocation of newly issued ordinary shares shall be made to the Company in terms of specific person (Private placement). 

The Board of Directors approved the acquisition of 100% of the registered ordinary shares, totaling not exceeding Baht 313.45 million in Techtronic Holding Company Limited (T- Holding) and approved exchanging the increase in the Company’s registered share capital and cash payment to pay for the ordinary shares in T- Holding. However, this acquisition of registered share capital depends on the results of a due diligence report of T- Holding.
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
